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Mentoring Program




The Woman 2 Woman Mentoring program contains several different components.  A Sunday afternoon Orientation Coffee* kicks off each six-month program. This three hour Coffee is a time for interested mentors and mentees to get to know one another and find out more about the mentoring program.  Those who are interested in participating in the program complete a profile card which asks for demographic information, information on their spiritual journey, and what each would like to gain from the program.
The day after the Orientation Coffee, a Prayer Day team prays over the profile cards, asking the Holy Spirit to help them match the interested mentors and mentees.  After hearing someone’s testimony at the Orientation Coffee, a mentor or mentee may ask us to match her with someone in particular; these requests are honored by the prayer team.
Match Night* is the evening when mentors and mentees are introduced to each other.  Mentors start the evening at 6:30 p.m. for training.  Mentees arrive at 7:45 p.m. and meet their mentors.  A short informational session is held for both the mentors and mentees so each of them can learn what to expect during the next six months.  After this, there is an opportunity for mentors and mentees to spend time getting to know each other and set up their first meeting.  Each mentor/mentee pair are assigned a prayer partner who will pray for them that evening and who will contact them once a month to get prayer requests.
Throughout the program, mentors and mentees meet at least twice a month doing a variety of things including walks, bible study, talks, meals, special events, etc.  Click on “Mentoring Moments” for more information on activities you can share with your mentor/mentee.  
Six weeks into the program, mentors meet for a Mentor Refresher where they share with each other what they are learning in their relationships.  Concerns are discussed with confidentiality.
The program comes to a close with a Potluck Celebration held on a Sunday evening.  Mentors, mentees and prayer partners are all invited to participate by not only sharing a dish but by sharing what was learned in their relationships.  What a blessing this celebration has been!  The testimonies shared witness how God has been present in the different relationships, and has worked in ways they never imagined.
