
W2W Mentoring program

Mentor FAQ’s:

1) What is the primary idea behind mentoring?  

Women often informally mentor each other in many ways.  We discuss different ways to relate to your children, & spouses.  We share our  troubles & joys with women we trust to give sound advice.  We help others with issues that we have already encountered &  are walking through.    Mentoring is living as a forgiven child of God & sharing that same love of Jesus with another woman.  A mentor is not perfect & it does not mean that you “have arrived”.  But rather that you are willing to share of  yourself on the journey.

Biblical basis for mentoring:  Titus 2:1-8,  Col 3: 16-17

2) What is the time commitment for this mentoring program?

The W2W mentoring program has two separate 6 months sessions each year.  There is one starting in the fall (Oct -Apr) & another starting in the spring (Apr. - Oct.) of the year.  Included is a Sunday afternoon Orientation Coffee,  a Match Night  & mentor training session the following Tuesday evening, a Mid point Mentor refresher evening for encouragement & questions,  and a closing Potluck celebration at the end of the program….The mentor & mentee chose their own times to meet during the 6 months.  Usually this is at least once every 2 weeks.  Continued prayer for your mentee is ongoing.

3)  What do you do when you get together?

Many “M&M” pairs chose to use a book study as an ongoing discussion.  Other things may include:   encouragement to start reading through the Bible (NT),  praying together,  going for walks & just sharing God’s creation,  making cookies together & bring to Teen Mops night (& eat some)!,  volunteering for Care Fest together,  meet for breakfast, lunch, or dinner or coffee.  Many ideas are possible;  bringing God’s love to your mentee.

4)  Are there resources?

Yes,  W2W has lists of Bible studies,  books, & other practical ideas available.  These are reviewed in the training session. Each M&M pair has a prayer warrior assigned to them who is in contact & in prayer for them . At the “halfway” point,  mentors get together to encourage each other& discuss questions. 

5)  Am I qualified to be a Mentor?  Do I have to be a certain age?

A Mentor is not expected to perfect. You need to be willing to follow  God’s call “to feed my sheep”.   You need an ongoing relationship with Christ, acknowledging that His forgiveness & lordship of your life.  You have a heart for encouragement, and a willingness to share in a two way journey with another woman who will look to you as an example who cares for her.  Spiritual maturity is more important than age. (As in 1 Timothy 4:12).  Yet sometimes a mentee will learn more from your area of challenge, failure, & redemption than your strengths…

6) How do the M&M pairs get matched?

After the Orientation coffee, a small prayer team meets & prayerfully match mentors & mentees. 

7)  Are there benefits to mentoring?

Yes,  Many times deep friendships develop out of the M&M relationships.  You have the joyful opportunity  of  being used by God,  making an eternal difference in another woman’s life.    2 Tim.1: 7 - “For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power & of love & a sound mind.”   We are challenged to let love be our motivation, trusting God to provide the power & sound mind as we journey & grow together.
